The tournament waddhat Inazawa Grand Bowl in Inazawa City, Japan,
which is the current Guinness World Records haoldethe largest bowling centre in the world.

In hopes of “promot[ing] bowling and making bowledseams come true” by offering a world-class fielis
unigue event encompassed a short, exciting forntataralent pool from all over the world. To malke the
field, bowlers came from eight different categarigslists of the previous event, world champioegional
champions of the Asian Championships, seeded bswiem the Professional Bowlers Association, thdiés
Bowling Organization, the Japan Professional Bayvissociation, the Japan National Team and qualifie
from Local Qualifications and an International Qlication. This year the field included world class bowlers
such as Shayna Ng, Liz Johnson, Kelly Kulick, Tomlages, Michael Fagan, Remy Ong, etc. Amongst the
international field was Canada’s oaeorge Lambert IV.

The format for this event was quite unique in tinet qualification round consisted of only nine gamathin
three blocks. From there, the semi-finalists wdadavl six games in two blocks. Five bowlers pratsebto
the televised finals; the four best bowlers andadt local bowler, wherever they were seeded #dfeesemi-
finals. With this type of short format and fieltlyvas important that bowlers get off to a quicarstand make
every shot count.

To say that the scoring pace was high would bendenstatement. Scores started off firing withl&aeling
qualifiers after the first block at 792 and 795 tlee women and men, respectively.
